With Palm Sunday, we enter Holy Week. With your parish bulletin for

the times for liturgy, mark your calendar for Triduum, which begins on the evening of Holy Thursday
and continues through Easter Sunday. Carve out time for personal prayer and reflection. Read sections
of today’s Gospel each day, and reflect on the meaning of what you read in your life. Think about
your family members and friends. Is there someone in your life who has been away from the Church
for some time or who does not regularly participate in Mass? Ask him or her to join you this week. Or,
ask someone on your parish staff or a parish leader if your help is needed —the special liturgies
require much additional preparation, set-up, take-down, and hospitality. Ministering in this way will
help to bring special meaning to the liturgical celebrations.
