Stewardship Reflection...Today’s Gospel account is a wonderful motivational speech for Jesus’ Disciples. Clearly it is up to each of us
to build God’s Kingdom here on earth. As a Christian steward and Disciple of Jesus Christ in today’s culture and society let us remember
that every action we take in Jesus name is a step in building the Kingdom of God.
