PM at St. Francis of Assisi.  Communal Penance Services   - Advent and Lent. 

Anointing of the Sick Communal – Celebration 2nd Sunday of Advent and 3rd Sunday of Lent. 

Marriage in accordance with Diocesan directives, arrangements must be made at least 9 months before the marriage 

date.  All couples are required to attend Diocesan sponsored Pre-Cana sessions and to participate in the FOCCUS 

inventory.  Call the Rectory for information and schedules. 

Christian Initiation (RCIA) – Those who are interested in becoming Catholic, as well as those who are interested in 

learning more about their Catholic Faith, may call the Parish office for more information. 

Parish Membership – We are always happy to welcome new parishioners.  You may register at the Parish office.  

Registration, the practice of stewardship (the regular use of envelopes) and regular participation in the Eucharist  

indicates active membership and eligibility to act as a Godparent or Sponsor.  Your stewardship of time, treasure and 

talent is essential for the common good and provides a stable income for the Parish, enabling us to prepare a budget.

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION – Due to the limitations of in-person classes we will be taking a 

different approach for Religious Education classes this year.  The children will be instructed 

using a home based program: A Family of Faith with  parents attending a meeting once a month 

for instruction and discussion pertaining to the lessons. Parents will be provided with a Parent 

Guide along with an Activity Book for each child in the family.  Lessons  and activites are 

adaptable for various grade levels. 

“The vision for A Family of Faith is strong Catholic families in which children learn the joys of 

following Jesus Christ and the truths of their Faith through the witness of Christian life given by 

their parents.” 

 In order to know the number of books needed you are asked to please register your child/children 

as soon as possible and attend the first meeting scheduled for Sunday, September 13 immediately 

following the 9:30AM Mass.  This meeting will take place in the Activity Center.  REMEMBER

the Activity Center.  The assistance of teachers for the upcoming year is an essential part of the program.

Daily Prayer to be Said During the Coronavirus Pandemic 

 

Loving God, Your Son, Jesus Christ traveled through towns and villages “curing every disease and illness.”  At His 

command, the sick were made well.  Come to our aid now, God of all life, and in the midst of the global spread of 

coronavirus, may we experience Your healing love. 

 

Heal those who are sick with the virus. May they regain their strength and health. Gentle God, healer of all, stay by 

our side in this time of uncertainty and sorrow.  Be with those who have died from the virus.  May they be at rest with 

You in Your Eternal Peace.  Be with the families of those who are sick or have died. 

As they worry and grieve, defend them from illness and despair.  May they know Your peace. 

 

Be with the doctors, nurses, researchers, first responders, essential workers and all who seek to heal, serve and help 

those affected and who put themselves at risk in the process.  May they know Your protection and peace. 

Be with the leaders of all nations.  Give them the foresight to act with charity and true concern for the well-being of 

the people they are meant to serve. 

 

Whether home or abroad, surrounded by many people suffering from this illness or only a few, Jesus Christ, stay with 

us as we endure and mourn, persist and prepare. 

In place of our anxiety, give us Your peace, comfort and love.  Gentle and loving God, heal us and come to our aid.

Background on the Gospel Reading 

It is important to read today’s Gospel and next week’s Gospel as two parts of a single story. These readings are a 

turning point in Matthew’s Gospel.  This week we hear Jesus name Simon Peter as the rock upon which He will build 

His Church.  Next week we will hear Jesus call this same Simon Peter “Satan” when he reacts negatively to Jesus’ 

prediction about His Passion and Death. 

In today’s Gospel, Jesus asks His Disciples what people are saying about His identity.  The Disciples indicate that 

most people believe that Jesus is a Prophet of Israel.  Then Jesus asks His Disciples who they believe that He is.  

Simon Peter answers, identifying Jesus as the Messiah, the Son of God.  Jesus commends Simon Peter for this 

profession of Faith, indicating that this insight has come from God.  Because of Simon Peter’s response, Jesus calls 

him the “rock” upon which Jesus will build the Church.  This is a word play on the name Peter, which is the Greek 

word for “rock.”  Peter is then given special authority by Jesus, a symbolic key to the Kingdom of Heaven.  Peter will 

play an important role in the early Christian community as a spokesperson and a leader. 

In today’s Gospel, Peter’s recognition of Jesus’ identity is credited to a revelation by God.  This will contrast sharply 

with Jesus’ rebuke of Peter in next week’s Gospel.  When Peter rejects Jesus’ predication of His Passion and Death, 

Peter is said to no longer be thinking as God does but as humans do. 

The use of the term church in today’s Gospel is one of only three such occurrences in Matthew’s Gospel.  Peter in this 

Gospel is being credited as the foundation for the Church, a privilege granted to him because of his recognition of 

Jesus’ identity.  The Church continues to be grounded in the Faith that Jesus Christ is the Lord.
